REQUEST FOR SPECIFIC APPROVAL TO FILE 

MOTION FOR PROTECTIVE ORDER
William M. Windsor (“Windsor”) hereby files this REQUEST FOR SPECIFIC APPROVAL TO FILE A MOTION FOR PROTECTIVE ORDER.  Windsor shows the Court as follows:

1. This Court enacted a requirement that “Leave of Court must be requested by filing a “Request for Specific Approval.” 
2. Windsor moves this Court for entry of a protective order on the following grounds:

a. The disclosure of Windsor’s personal information to others would cause Windsor significant harm," 
b. Financial information is personal to all, and such information has no place in the public record and online in a world where identity theft and identity fraud is widespread.  As the result of Judge Evans refusing to protect Windsor’s personal information, someone (perhaps the Plaintiffs) have pretended to be Windsor to obtain information from the IRS in an apparent effort to re-route any future refunds.
c. Plaintiffs’ attorneys are playing footsie with the attorneys for Medieval Times, a company that Windsor’s son’s company has sued for breach of contract, fraud, and various claims.  Windsor’s personal information could be improperly used by these attorneys, so Windsor must obtain a protective order to prevent sharing with others.  
d. Windsor must be protected from annoyance, embarrassment, and/or oppression.

e. The personal financial information of Windsor’s wife, Barbara, is not applicable to anyone, and she is not a party and must be protected.

f. Plaintiffs are extremely dishonest, and they are capable of doing all types of bad things with Windsor’s information.

3. The risk to Windsor posed by the release of this confidential information, and the difficulties of enforcing a protective order when confidential documents are widely disseminated, outweigh any reason the Plaintiffs' could pretend exists for sharing the information. (See Williams v. Taser International, Inc., No. 1:06-CV-0051-RWS (N.D.Ga. 06/30/2006).) 
4. Disclosure of Windsor’s personal information would cause an identifiable, significant harm.

5. The court file should be sealed pursuant to the "good cause" standard of Rule 26(c).  Deford, 120 F.R.D. at 653.  (See Foltz v. State Farm Mutual Automobile Insurance Company, 331 F.3d 1122 (9th Cir. 06/18/2003); Securities and Exchange Commission, v. Merrill Scott & Associates, Ltd., No. 08-4029 (10th Cir. 03/23/2010).)
6. Windsor asks this Court to issue a Protective Order that consists of the following:

a. All Confidential Information shall be treated as confidential and shall not be disclosed except as provided herein.
b. Confidential Information shall not be disclosed, disseminated, or conveyed in any way except as provided herein.
c. To the extent that any Confidential Information is disclosed pursuant to this Order, the documents shall be appropriately marked with the following legend: CONFIDENTIAL DOCUMENT PRODUCED IN MAID OF THE MIST V. ALCATRAZ. U.S. DISTRICT COURT FOR THE NORTHERN DISTRICT OF GEORGIA CASE NO. 1:09-CV-01543-WSD SUBJECT TO PROTECTIVE ORDER / CONFIDENTIALITY ORDER. CONFIDENTIAL: NOT TO BE USED, COPIED, OR DISCLOSED EXCEPT IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE PROTECTIVE ORDER, MAID OF THE MIST V. ALCATRAZ. U.S. DISTRICT COURT FOR THE NORTHERN DISTRICT OF GEORGIA CASE NO. 1:09-CV-01543-WSD.
d. The Clerk shall maintain under seal all Confidential Information filed under seal with the Court.
e. Windsor is providing the confidential financial information to the Court in a sealed envelope with a cover letter.  The same information is being provided to Mr. Anderson and Mr. Huber.
f. All confidential information shown to Mr. Anderson and Mr. Huber will be used solely for the purpose of evaluating the financial condition of Windsor, and for no other purpose, including any other legal proceedings.

g. The Confidential Information shall not be disclosed, repeated, given, shown, made available, or communicated in any way to anyone. 
h. All docket numbers that contain motions and filings in regard to financial or health information shall be sealed and shall not be available to the public. 
i. The provisions of this Protective Order shall survive after termination of this action.
j. The Court may modify this Protective Order at any time for good cause shown and upon notice to the affected parties. 

7. Upon approval of this Court, Windsor will file a more detailed motion and serve it in accordance with FRCP Rule 5(d).
WHEREFORE, Windsor prays that this Court grant said motion and that this Court do as follows:

(1)   grant Windsor’s motion;

(2)   issue a protective order;

(3) allow all financial and health-related court records to be sealed so the information is not available to the public; and
(4)   grant such other relief as the Court deems appropriate.
