FIRST INTERROGATORIES TO DEFENDANT JESSICA BIRNBAUM
Pursuant to O.C.G.A. §§ 9-11-26 and 9-11-33, Plaintiff William M. Windsor (“Plaintiff” or “Windsor”) propounds these interrogatories to Defendant Jessica Birnbaum to be answered separately in writing, under oath, and within the time provided by law or at the time specified by an order of the court.
INSTRUCTIONS AND DEFINITIONS

A. Each interrogatory herein seeks all information available to you, your attorneys or agents, and any other person acting on your behalf.  Each of the interrogatories should be deemed continuing in the manner provided by law.
B. As used herein, the term "Document" or "Documents" shall be defined as follows: Every printing, record, graphic photographic or sound reproduction of every type and description that is in your possession, custody, or control, including but not limited to, orders; judgments; filings; mandates; writs of execution; emails; text messages; electronic mail; letters; docket entries; dockets; notices of electronic filing; procedures; correspondence; contracts; memoranda of agreements; assignments; licenses; minutes; memoranda; stenographic or handwritten notes; diaries; notebooks; books of account; invoices; statements; bills; checks (or check stubs or records); vouchers; purchase orders; reports; studies; surveys; charts; analysis; publications; books; pamphlets; periodicals; catalogs; brochures; schedules; circulars; bulletins; notices; instructions; manuals; journals; data sheets; work sheets; statistical compilations; telegrams; inter-office communications; records; specifications; notes; notebooks; scrapbooks; diaries; plans; drawings; sketches; blueprints; diagrams; photographs; photocopies, charts, graphs, descriptions, drafts - whether or not they resulted in a final document; minutes of meetings, conferences, and telephone or other conversations or communications; purchase orders; bills of lading; recordings; published or unpublished speeches or articles; publications; phone mail; ledgers; financial statements; microfilm; microfiche; tape or disc recordings; computer print-outs; data processing cards, computer records, tapes and printouts, photographs, drawings, films, pictures, voice and tape recordings and transcriptions of telephone conversations; every copy of such writing or record where the original is not in your possession, custody, or control; and every copy of every such writing or record where such copy contains any commentary or notation whatsoever that does not appear on the original.

C. The term "Document" or "Documents" includes electronically stored data from which information can be obtained either directly or by translation through detection devices or readers; any such document is to be produced in a reasonably legible and usable form. The term "Document" or "Documents" includes all drafts of a document and all copies that differ in any respect from the original, including any notation, underlining, marking, or information not on the original.  The term "Document" or "Documents" also includes information stored in, or accessible through, computer or other information retrieval systems (including any computer archives or back-up systems), together with instructions and all other materials necessary to use or interpret such data compilations. 

D. The term "Document" or "Documents" is intended to have the broadest meaning permitted by the Georgia Civil Practice Act and specifically includes documents in written and electronic form, including but not limited to electronic mail.

E. As used herein, the terms "Plaintiff" or “Windsor” or any synonym thereof, is intended to and shall include and embrace, in addition to the Plaintiff named above, said Plaintiff's attorneys and all agents, servants, employees, representatives, couriers, investigators, and all others who may have obtained information for or on behalf of Plaintiff or Windsor.
I.
DEFINITIONS
As used in these requests, the following terms are to be interpreted in accordance with these definitions:
A. The term "person" includes any individual, joint stock company, unincorporated association or society, municipal or other corporation, state, government agency or political subdivisions, court, or any other governmental entity.
B. The terms "you" or "your" and derivations of those pronouns include the person to whom these requests are addressed, and all that person's agents, representatives, or attorneys.
C. The term "occurrence" means the incidents complained of in the Plaintiff's Verified Complaint.

D. The term "Verified Complaint” means the complaint filed to begin this civil action 2011CV200971 that was served upon you with a summons.

E. The term "agreement" means a contract, arrangement, or understanding, formal or informal, oral or written, between two or more persons. 

F. The term "any" means one or more. 

G. The term "communication" means any disclosure, transfer, or exchange of information or opinion, however made. 

H. The term "identify" or "identity" means to state or a statement of: 
a. in the case of a person other than a natural person, its name, the address of its principal place of business (including zipcode), its telephone number, and the name of its manager or chief executive officer, as well as, if it has a person other than a natural person that ultimately controls it, that other person's name, the address of that person's principal place of business (including zipcode), that other person's telephone number, and the name of that other person's manager or supervisor; 

b. in the case of a natural person, his or her name, business address and telephone number, employer, and title or position; 

c. in the case of a communication, its date, type (e.g., telephone conversation or discussion), the place where it occurred, the identity of the person who made the communication, the identity of the person who received the communication, the identity of each other person when it was made, and the subject matter discussed; 

d. in the case of a document, the title of the document, the author, the title or position of the author, the addressee, each recipient, the type of document, the subject matter, the date of preparation, and its number of pages; and 

e. in the case of an agreement, its date, the place where it occurred, the identity of all persons who were parties to the agreement, the identity of each person who has knowledge of the agreement and all other persons present when it was made, and the subject matter of the agreement. 

I. The term "including" means including, but not limited to. 

J. The term "person" means any natural person, corporation, company, partnership, joint venture, firm, association, proprietorship, agency, board, authority, commission, office or other business or legal entity, whether private or governmental. 

K. The term "relating to" means containing, constituting, considering, comprising, concerning, discussing, regarding, describing, reflecting, studying, commenting or reporting on, mentioning, analyzing, or referring, alluding, or pertaining to, in whole or in part. 

L. The term "year" means calendar year. 

M. The term “Office of the Clerk of the Court” means the office, staff, and functions of the office of then clerk of the court for the United States District Court for the Northern District of Georgia.

N. The term “N.D.Ga” means United States District Court for the Northern District of Georgia.

O. The term “Judge Duffey” means Judge William S. Duffey, Jr.

P. The term “Judge Evans” means Judge Orinda D. Evans.

Q. The term “pro se” means one who represents himself or herself in a civil or criminal action. 

R. The term “Docket” means the record maintained by the Office of the Clerk of the Court to show all activity in a civil or criminal action. 

S. The term “Civil Action” means a civil legal action in a court usually started by the filing of a petition, complaint, or verified complaint by one or more plaintiffs against one or more defendants. 

T. The term “criminal action” means a criminal legal action in a court against one or more people accused of violating a criminal statute.

U. The term “Barbara Windsor” or “Barbara G. Windsor” means Barbara G. Windsor, wife of the Plaintiff, William M. Windsor.
V. The term “Office of the Court” means the office, staff, and functions of the office and chambers of Judge William S. Duffey.

W. The singular form of a noun or pronoun shall be considered to include within its meaning the plural form of the noun or pronoun, and vice versa; and the past tense shall include the present tense where the clear meaning is not distorted. The term "or" shall mean "and" and vice-versa, as necessary to bring within the scope of the following document requests all information or documents that would be excluded absent this definition. 

II.

INSTRUCTIONS
A. If any objection is made to a request or to part of an item or category, the reasons for the objection shall be specified.

B. If any form of privilege or other protection from disclosure is claimed as a ground for withholding responsive information, submit a sworn or certified statement from your counsel in which you identify the Interrogatory Number and subject matter (without revealing the information for which the privilege is claimed), and each and every fact on which your claim of privilege is based, with sufficient specificity to permit the court to make a determination as to whether the claim of privilege is valid; specify the nature and basis of the claimed privilege and the paragraph of this set of interrogatories to which the document is responsive; and identify each person to whom the information, or any part thereof, has been disclosed or is otherwise known. 

C. No agreement, understanding, or stipulation by Windsor or any of his representatives purporting to modify, limit, or otherwise vary these interrogatory requests shall be valid or binding on Windsor unless confirmed or acknowledged in writing (or made of record in open court) by Windsor. 

D. Words used in the plural shall also be interpreted to include the singular, and words used in the singular shall also be interpreted to include the plural. The terms "or" and "and" shall be interpreted either conjunctively or disjunctively as necessary to bring within the scope of the discovery request all responses that might otherwise be construed to be outside its scope.

E. Unless otherwise indicated, the relevant time period for answering these discovery requests is March 1, 2006 through the present.

F. These discovery requests are continuing in nature and require you to provide supplemental information promptly in the event that you have information that was not previously provided.

G. If in responding to these requests you encounter any ambiguity in construing any request, instruction or definition, set forth the matter deemed ambiguous in the construction used, in responding.  

III.

INTERROGATORIES

1. Identify (by name, address and telephone number) each person whom you expect to call as an expert witness at trial, state the subject matter on which the expert is expected to testify, and state the substance of the facts and opinions to which each such expert is expected to testify and provide a summary of the grounds for each such opinion.

2. Identify (by name, address and telephone number) all persons known to you who have knowledge of the facts and circumstances alleged in the Verified Complaint and, for each such person, summarize what facts and circumstances you believe each person possesses.

3. State in detail all facts and circumstances that form the basis for any claim that you may have Windsor is not entitled to relief against you. 

4. Identify (by name, address, and phone number) each person with knowledge of the Plaintiffs’ dealings with any of the Defendants. 

5. State in detail any and all communication by the Plaintiff with you, including any and all oral discussions with Windsor, emails, letters, or faxes sent to or received.

6. Identify (by name, address and phone number) all parties that have had any complaints against any of the Defendants similar to the issues raised in the Verified Complaint and the nature of their complaints.

7. Describe in detail all communications by you that involved or named Alcatraz Media, LLC, Alcatraz Media, Inc., Windsor, or Barbara Windsor.

8. Describe in detail all communications you are aware of with anyone, including communications among Defendants, that Windsor has committed perjury or violated a court order, or committed the unauthorized practice of law. 

9. Describe in detail all communications with medical information about Windsor received by the Office of the Court, Judge Duffey, or you from Windsor or anyone else.

10. Identify the names, titles, addresses, telephone numbers, or email addresses of members of the staff of Judge Duffey from 2005 to present.

11. Describe in detail what you know about documents presented to the Office of the Clerk of the Court for filing by Windsor or Barbara Windsor that were not filed when presented. 

12. Describe in detail any information that you have in regard to assertions of any illegal acts by any of the Defendants or any other employees of the U.S. government. 

13. Provide your full legal name, home address, home telephone number, cellphone number, drivers’ license number, and social security number.
14. Describe in detail what happened to records submitted to the Office of the Clerk of the Court that are not shown on the docket in Civil Action 1:09-CV-01543-WSD or 1:09-CV-02027-WSD.  
15. Describe in detail everything that you know about any instructions to legal assistants, legal clerks, staff attorneys, or any employee of the Office of the Court to prepare court orders ruling against a party in spite of the facts or the law.
16. Describe in detail all information that you have of any concerns ever expressed by you to anyone regarding the N.D.Ga, Judge Duffey, the staff of Judge Duffey, or the Office of the Clerk of the Court.
17. Describe in detail all information that you have regarding anything to do with new civil actions or motions or other documents from Windsor that have been presented to the Office Clerk of the Court to be filed that were not filed. 
18. Describe in detail all information that you have regarding anything to do with an “oral order” by Judge Duffey on or about September 23, 2010 requiring that Windsor first seek request for specific approval before filing anything.  
19. Describe in detail all information that you have regarding anything to do with a November 22, 2010 order entered by Judge Evans in Civil Action 1:06-CV-0714-ODE.  
20. Describe in detail all information that you have regarding anything to do with policies and procedures or directions to have the Office of the Clerk of the Court fail to file stamp documents presented to the Office of the Clerk of the Court for filing or stamp Post-Its rather than the actual documents.

21. Describe in detail all information that you have relating to, referring to, or evidencing, reflecting, or constituting proof of false statements made in orders by Judge Duffey.  
22. Describe in detail all information that you have regarding communications between you and anyone except your attorney regarding concerns over actions you have been directed to take on your job since June 1, 2009.
23. Describe in detail all information that you have regarding any complaints of any type about judges in the N.D.Ga. from March 1, 2006 to the present.
24. Describe in detail all information that you have regarding any litigation in any court in which you, a judge with the N.D.Ga, the N.D.Ga, or any employee of the Office of the Court has been a party since 2005.
25. Describe in detail all information that you have regarding anything that would protect you personally from a multi-million judgment against you in this case.
26. Describe in detail all information that you have regarding communications between anyone in the N.D.Ga or the Office of the Court and the U.S. Marshal Service or any other law enforcement authority regarding Windsor.
27. Describe in detail all information that you have regarding any employees of the United States Government, N.D.Ga, Office of the Clerk of the Court, or Office of the Court who have resigned or have been terminated since March 1, 2006.
28. Describe in detail all information that you have regarding possible violations of criminal statutes by Judge Duffey or anyone in the Office of the Court.
