EMERGENCY MOTION FOR LEAVE OF COURT 

TO CONDUCT DISCOVERY
William M. Windsor (“Windsor or “Plaintiff”) hereby files this EMERGENCY MOTION FOR LEAVE OF COURT TO CONDUCT DISCOVERY.  Windsor seeks to commence discovery as soon as possible and prior to the October 7 hearing on a TRO and preliminary injunction.  As grounds for this Motion, Windsor shows that he needs information available to him only from Defendants.  Windsor shows the Court as follows:

1. On September 28, 2011, Windsor filed the Verified Complaint in this action.  The Verified Complaint is referenced and incorporated herein as if attached hereto.

2. On September 29, 2011, the Court scheduled a TRO and Preliminary Injunction Hearing for October 7, 2011.

3. On September 29, 2011, Windsor filed the First Amendment to the Verified Complaint.

4. MLQ was retained to provide service of process.  MLQ served the first of the Defendants on September 29, 2011.  Some defendants are avoiding process and will probably have to be served by mail.

5. Windsor has notified the Defendants of the filing of the lawsuit, the request for a TRO and preliminary injunction, and the order scheduling the hearing for October 7.  

6. Windsor is sending each Defendant a notice regarding electronic records preservation in this case.  Windsor will mail these personally on September 29, 2011.

7. Windsor has been denied access to records requested under the Georgia Open Records Act by Defendants.

8. Requests for information from Defendants have been ignored.

9. Only the Defendants can provide information about what they have done or were instructed to do.

10. Only the Defendants have policies and procedures that are not available to the public.

11. Windsor has been unable to obtain the names of former and current employees of the Office of the Fulton County District Attorney.

12. Definitive proof of some of the wrongdoing of the Defendants is available only from the Defendants.  Windsor needs discovery.

13. For the reasons stated above, Windsor respectfully requests that this Court enter an order allowing discovery to be accelerated as follows:

a. that Windsor’s MOTION FOR LEAVE OF COURT TO CONDUCT DISCOVERY is granted; 
b. that the Clerk of the Court may issue signed subpoenas for depositions to be scheduled at any time after 10 calendar days from the grant of this motion; 
c. that Windsor may issue interrogatories with answers due 10 calendar days after the service date; 

d. that Windsor may issue requests for admissions due 10 calendar days after the service date;

e. that Windsor may issue requests for production of documents with production due 10 calendar days after the service date; and

f. that Windsor may issue requests to permit entry upon designated land or other property in the possession or control of the party upon whom the request is served for the purpose of inspection, photographing, copying any designated object or operation thereon, within the scope of Georgia Code, with inspection at any time 10 calendar days after the service date;
g. that the TRO Hearing proceed on October 7, 2011, but the  Preliminary Injunction Hearing be postponed until Windsor advises the Court that he has obtained needed discovery; and
h. such other and further relief as the Court deems appropriate.
