I am one of your constituents, and I am the victim of several crimes.  I am writing to ask you for a letter that I can use with the U.S. Attorney and the federal Grand Jury encouraging them to allow me to present my evidence directly to the Grand Jury.
Are you aware that U.S. Attorneys routinely violate the law and block citizens like me from presenting charges and evidence to the Grand Jury?  I’m sorry to report that this is the case.  As a result, we the people are denied a fundamental right.

The oath of grand jurors binds them to inquire diligently and objectively into all crimes committed within the county that they have or may obtain evidence and to conduct such inquiry without malice, fear, hatred, or other emotion.  Grand Juries have the power of Presentment, as provided in the Bill of Rights -- 5th Article of Amendment to the U.S. Constitution.  But the problem is the U.S. Attorney’s office blocking the ability for the Grand Jurors to do their duty.
Please write a letter to the U.S. Attorney asking that the U.S. Attorney’s office not interfere with my presentation of evidence to the Grand Jury.  A letter from you could encourage the U.S. Attorney to do what’s right.  I also request a letter to the Grand Jury Foreman asking the Grand Jury to give me the opportunity to speak with the Grand Jury privately for at least five minutes.
Please provide me with a copy of the letters.  Thank you very much.
